Secretary or Assistant Honorary Treasurer will take over.

The dialogue that we held on 26th November was well attended and this will be a feature that we will do more of, so as to
share information and listen better to the needs of all our members.

With the Christmas season upon us, let’s take the time to enjoy the many festive offerings that our Club has to offer. This
includes special themed events for the whole family and sumptuous gourmet food, lovingly prepared for members to order
and enjoy.

Looking ahead, 2019 is going to be an exciting year with a variety of new offerings already in the works so stay tuned.
